Confession 
The Bible instructs us to confess our sins to 
the Lord. When the sin is against the Lord, 
we can confess it directly to Him. When the 
sin is against an individual, we seek  
reconciliation. The Bible refers to this as 
restitution. 

“If we confess our sins, He is faithful and 
just to forgive us our sins and to cleanse us 
from all unrighteousness”  1 John 1:9 
(NKJV). 

Restitution 
If your sin is against another person, then 
go to him/her and make it right.   

"Therefore if you bring your gift to the altar, 
and there remember that your brother has 
something against you, leave your gift there 
before the altar, and go your way. First be 
reconciled to your brother, and then come 
and offer your gift” Matt 5:23-24 (NKJV).
