Purpose for Writing

1. “And these things we write to you that your joy may be full” 1 John 1:4 (NKJV).
2. “My little children, these things | write to you, so that you may not sin”
1 John 2:1 (NKJV).

3. ‘Brethren, | write no new commandment to you, but an old commandment which you have
had from the beginning. The old commandment is the word which you heard from the
beginning” 1 John 2:7 (NKJV).

4. “Again, a new commandment | write to you, which thing is true in Him and in you, because
the darkness is passing away, and the true light is already shining” 1 John 2:8 (NKJV).

5. “l write to you, little children, because your sins are forgiven you for His name's sake”

1 John 2:12 (NKJV).

6. “l write to you, fathers, because you have known Him who is from the beginning. | write to
you, young men, because you have overcome the wicked one. | write to you, little children,
because you have known the Father” 1 John 2:13 (NKJV).

7. “I have written to you, fathers, because you have known Him who is from the beginning. |
have written to you, young men, because you are strong, and the word of God abides in you,
and you have overcome the wicked one” 1 John 2:14 (NKJV).

8. “l have not written to you because you do not know the truth, but because you know it, and
that no lie is of the truth” 1 John 2:21 (NKJV).

9. “These things | have written to you concerning those who try to deceive you”

1 John 2:26 (NKJV).

10. “These things | have written to you who believe in the name of The Son of god, that you may
know that you have eternal life, and that you may continue to believe in the name of the Son
of God” 1 John 5:13 (NKJV).
